The term, “Rubbish“ as used in this ordinance shall be taken to mean, 
dirt, chips, pieces of lumber, sticks, dead trees or branches thereof, tins, oast or 
wooden ware, boxes, rags, straw, grass, paper, circulars, handbills, boots, shoes, hats 
or any other litter or trash whatsoever.

Any person, firm or corporation making a business of collecting garbage 
in the City of Alliance, Ohio, shall at the option of the Board of Health:
