All lights on n-jrses floor must be extinguished at 10:30 P] M. Also lights®™ must be turned off
when the room is left even for a short time.

Nurses must leave the bathroom in the condition they would like to find it. Soiled linen,
personal belongings or dishes iImust not be left in the bathroom.

Personal laundry must be marked distinctly with the last name and deposited iIn the laundry before
7:00 A. M. on Mondays. Each nurse must provide herself with a clothes bag, clothes must be listed
and list handed in to the office when sending same to the laundry.

Nurses are cautioned not to leave money or valuable jewelry in their rooms. Valuables or sums of
money should be deposited inthe safe. Jewelry with the exception of watch and cuff pins must not be
worn on duty.

All nurses must be in at 10:00 P. M. unless permission to be out later is given. Not more than
one permit for later than 10:00 P. M. will be granted each week/

Nurses iiivr+ nOt appear in public places or go on board wtreet cars when dressed In their uniforms
or parts of uniforms. Street clothing should be worn on the street except iIn the immediate vicinity
of the hospital. Nurses should not appear on duty in soiled or torn uniforms.

Nurses will be excused from class or lecture only when illness or duty requires their abscence.

Social engagements must not be made or invitations accepted that will interfere with studies or
classes. In cases of serious illness of relations special arrangements may be made.

Nurses are not allowed, to entertain friends while on duty.

Unless 1In cases of extreme emergency nurses will not be called to talk with friends over the
telephone while on duty. Messages will be delivered from the office. -When off duty, nurses may use
the telephone in office on permission from the person in charge.

The affairs and conditions of all patients are to be considered strictly private. The discussion
of patients of the affairs or matters concerning the hospital is forbidden. Also gossiping and
criticizing among the nurses are veryunprofessioral and are forbidden.

Nurses must avoid Ffamiliarity among patients, especially male patients, and conduct themselves®™ in
a ladylike manner at all times. Any indiscretion on the part of the nurses will reflect on the
Training School and Hospital.

Stay out of the diet kitchen when the trays are being passed or served. Your tray will
be served at time of serving others and handed to you at the diet kitchen door. All liquid
nourishments you will take care of, but not when the trays are being served. All dishes and
silver should be taken to the diet kitchen and washed when through using. Any broken dishes
are to be reported to the office.

Babies are to be bathed®"in the obstetrical room on 2nd floor, and room to be left iIn order
when through.

You are in charge of your._patient at all times. For any orders call your Doctor. If at
any time you consider your patient serious, report same to the Floor Supervisor, or to the office.

See that the lights are turned out when leaving sleeping rooms and halls, or any other rooms,
if but for a short time.

We ask you to use with care all supplies belonging to. the Hospital, and not to be extravagant
with same.

RULES FOR DOCTORS._

7/hen arrangements have been made for any patient to enter the Hospital, the physician 1in
charge of such patient must take charge of the patient at time of entry.

When any Doctor makes arrangements for the use of the Operating Room, he must fix the date and
hour at which he is to use the Operating Room and must be on time. Failure to be on time will
make 1t necessary for him to make a new date convenient to the Hospital authorities. Should 1t
happen that the Operating Room .is not ready as per arrangements made and time set, please notify
the Director of Public Safety. |

Only certain medicines will be furnished by the Hospital, a list of which ypu will find in
the Drug room. All medicines outside of this list must be furnished by the Doctor.

No room or bed will be held longer than 24 hours for an i1ncoming patient.
This Hospital will not admit any patient who is afflicted with any contagious disease of any

kind. The physician who allows such a patient to enter will be held accountable to the Director
of Public Safety.

SECTION 1. That it shall be unlawful for any vehicle to be parked on South Liberty
Avenue from Main Street to Ash Street and South Arch Avenue from Main Street
to the first alley south of Main Street, and on the north side of East Main
Street in front of the Stark Electric Railroad building. Nothing in this ord-
inance shall prohibit the stopping of vehicles ati the points aforesaid for the

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BOARD OP HEALTH RESOLUTION NO. 1.

“In view of the fact that it has become the patriotic duty of every one to
economize to the very extreme in everything, and knowing how badly more homes are
needed in the City of Alliance, and the advanced prices of everything connected
with the building trades, has worked a great hardship on those who desire to build,
or buy homes for themselves, We, the undersigned, members of the Board of Health,
of said City, believe it to be our duty to come to the relief of these conditions
in any way possible, and in so doing we desihe to authorize the following changes
to be made in the rules and regulations which at present are governing the install-
ation of plumbing in private houses 1in said city, which changes we do not believe
will reduce the efficiency of the work, or interfere with the sanitary conditions
in any way, but will reduce the cost very materially, by eliminating the use of so
much iron, and substituting therefor, other materials which we believe will give
better service:

First: We hereby authorize the use of #1 sewer pipe in cellar bottoms the
same to be tightly cemented at"collars, laid in cement and covered with cement not
less than two inches i1n thickness; and also the use of standard soil pipe for stacks
instead of the extra heavy grade;

Second: We hereby authorize the elimination of the back venting of plumbing
fixtures (other than water closets) but do recommend that all fixtures shall be
fitted with the proper traps so as to insure against sewer gas coming back through
the fixtures;

Third: The plumbing inspector shall present reports to the Board of Health
covering all installations and the acceptance of same by the Board shall be final;
however, all plumbing installed according to above rules may be used by the occupant
of the building in which same is installed pending such final acceptance by the
Board of Health of said City;

Fourth: That these rules shall be in force and effect immediately after

being properly recorded in the minutes of the said Board of Health.”
