Mr. Trott:

An ordinance authorizing the Director of Public Service to
make settlement with Grace V. Caves of her case of personal injury
against the city of Alliance, Ohio.

WHEREAS, on the 31st day of January, 1923, Grace V. Oaves
slipped on an icy side walk in front of the First Presbyterian Church
on the corner of Market and Linden Avenue in the City of ~lliance, Ohio,
and fell to the street breaking several/ggg;; in her ankle and,

WHEREAS, she has presented a claim against the city of Alliance,
Ohio for permitting a nuisance that existed on said side walk, to-wit:
Ice and snow, and,

WHEREAS, she has agreed to settle her claim for personal injury
against said city for the sum of Two Hundred (#200.00) Dollars.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
ALLIANCE, STATE OF OHIO.

SECTION 1. That the Director of Public Service be and he is
hereby authorized and directed to make settlement with the said Grace
V. Caves for her claim of personal injury against the City of Alliance,
Ohio, as hereinbefore set forth, for the sum of Two Hundred (#200.00)
Dollars, and the ~ity Auditor is hereby directed to draw his warrant
on the G”ty Treasury for payment of the aforesaid stun of Two Hundred
($200.00) dollars as full settlement of all claims and demands on the
part of Grace V. Caves againdt the City of Alliance, Ohio, which arose
or grew out of any accident which occured on the 31dt day of January,

1923 when the said Grace V. Caves fell on a slippery side walk in said

city.
SECTION 11 That this ordinance shall take effect and be in

force from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
